	This simulation focuses on an urban aboriginal family experience. A grandfather, father, mother, adolescent son and their young adopted niece will face challenges inherent in the struggle to maintain traditional values while navigating critical relationships with professionals including nurses, social workers, early childhood educators and youth workers. The number of simulators required can be adapted to meet learning needs from all 4 family members at once (the young niece will have a full story but will not be portrayed) to one character at a time needing help with a particular issue.
